3. Give a narrative description of the community (however narrow or broad) to be served,
including its educational needs.

Truth or Consequences New Mexico is situated right on I-25. Albuquerque is 150 miles north of the city
and Las Cruces is 75 miles south of the city. The T or C community also includes the city of Elephant
Butte and the village of Williamsburg. The population of the combined cities and village is about 7,000.
Truth or Consequences Municipal Schools is the only school system in Sierra County. The county
population is approximately 12,000. Truth or Consequences Schools has a district enrollment of
approximately 1400 students from 3 years through grade 12. There are five schools (Hot Springs High,
Truth or Consequences Middle School, Truth Or Consequences Elementary School, Sierra Elementary
Complex and Arrey Elementary) and an administrative office. The district's staff and teachers have a
vision to ensure the best possible approach to educational success.

Spaceport America expects to break ground in the summer of 2009. This will create the need for many
high tech jobs in the area.
